Abstract

Despite the importance of both members of the adult patient-care partner dyad, a majority of research on illness
management is focused on the patient or the care partner. The basic principle of the Theory of Dyadic Illness
Management is that illness management is a dyadic phenomenon; the theory focuses extensively on the dyad as an
interdependent team. The way dyads appraise illness as a unit influences the ways in which they engage in behav-
iors to manage illness together in a recursive fashion that influences dyadic health. Optimizing the health of both
members of the dyad is a goal of the theory. In turn, the health of the dyad can feedback to influence how they ap-
praise and manage illness together. Finally, dyadic illness management is an inherently variable process that is in-
fluenced by several contextual factors. Supportive evidence and implications for practice and future research are
presented.

Abstract

This guest editorial is written by Janet A. Deatrick, PhD, RN, FAAN, Professor Emerita of Nursing at the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania. The author arugues that social determinants of health can be more important determi-
nants than biological mechanisms for preventing and treating disease. Social determinants of health include culture,
social norms, social policies, and political systems that directly impact the health of families and to some extent are
influenced by families. Family nursing has a rich history of understanding the importance of families in the health
of their members. Now is the time for family nursing to provide leadership to the integration of family science into
practice, research, education, and policy/leadership related to social determinants of health.

Abstract

proaches, the intent of this article is to offer practical advice for developing a successful research proposal that
builds on existing work and makes a compelling case for the investigator’s family focus, study design, and analytic
approach. The article highlights key challenges unique to family research and offers suggestions and strategies for

addressing the challenges.

Abstract

While there has been continued growth in family nursing knowledge, the complex process of implementing and
sustaining family nursing in health care settings continues to be a challenge for family nursing researchers and cli-
nicians alike. Developing knowledge and skills about how to translate family nursing theory to practice settings is
a global priority to make family nursing more visible. There is a critical need for more research methods and re-
search evidence about how to best move family nursing knowledge into action. Enhancing health care practice is a
multifactorial process that calls for a systemic perspective to ensure its efficacy and sustainability. This article
presents insights derived from lessons learned through recent research experiences of using a knowledge transla-
tion model to promote practice changes in health care settings. These insights aim to optimize (a) knowledge
translation of a Family Systems Approach (FSA) in practice settings; (b) knowledge translation research process-
es; and (c) sustainability of desired changes in practice with families in health care settings.

Abstract

Felt or enacted criticism was identified as a significant influence on White British parents  decision making
during acute childhood illness in a substantive grounded theory “Containing acute childhood illness within family
life.” These parents sought to avoid further criticism, sometimes leading to delayed consultation. Using Glaserian
grounded theory principles, we conducted a secondary analysis of data from three studies, to establish the transfer-
ability and modifiability of the original theory to other settings and communities in Ireland and England. Felt or
enacted criticism was found to operate across the childhood age range, social groups, and settings. Parent’s strate-
gies to avoid criticism reduced contacts with health professionals, access to support and, more worryingly, commu-
nication about their child’s health. These findings demonstrate the wider applicability, or “work” in Glaser’s terms,
of the concept in the English speaking Western world. Findings indicate the need for nurses to identify and miti-

gate sources of criticism.
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
